WHEREAS, Crawford County, after consultation with the Crawford County Engineer, has the authority to reclassify certain
roads within the Count as Areas Serve “A” roads pursuant to lowa Code Section 309.57; and
WHEREAS, the Crawford County Board of Supervisors, after consulting with Crawford County Engineer, desire to reclassify a
certain road in Crawford County from Area Service “B” Road to Area Service “A” Road to provide for an increased level of
maintenance in order to best utilize maintenance funds, and
WHEREAS, pursuant to Notice of Public Hearing duly published according to the lowa Code, Public Hearing as held on
December 3, 2019 at 10:00 a.m. in the Board of Supervisors room at the Crawford County Courthouse, Denison, lowa, to hear
support and/or objections from the public on road so designated.

WHEREAS pursuant to 849.20, Code of lowa, the members of election bards shall be deemed temporary state of employees who are
compensated by the county in which they serve, and shall receive compensation at a rate established by the board of supervisors, which
shall be not less than minimum wage established in section 91D.1, subsection 1, paragraph “b”, while engaged the discharge of duties
and shall be reimbursed for actual and necessary ravel expense at a rate determined by the board of supervisors, except that persons who
have advised the commissioner prior to their appointment to the election board that they are willing to serve without pay at elections
conducted for any school district or a city of three thousand five hundred or less population, shall receive no compensations for service
at those elections. Compensation shall be paid to members of election boards only after the vote has been canvassed and it has been
determined in the course of the canvass that the election record certificate has been properly executed by the election board and:
