NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Crawford County that the maximum property tax dollars
for General County Services and rural County Services for FY2022 shall not exceed the following:

General County Services - $6,341,244, an increase of 1.89% from the prior year.



Rural County Services - $3,728,784, an increase of 1.72% from the prior year.
