On motion, the Board recognized claims for the Public Health Department and approved claims for all other departments.
The Board approved the resignation of Nikki Carlson, PT Jailer, Sheriff’s Office.
The Board approved the change of wage for Amber Koch, PT Jailer, Sheriff's Office.

County HSA contribution for single
is $132.16/ family is $296.42.
